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THE THREE BASIC FACTS OR CHARACTERISTICS (TI-LAKKHANA)
1) anicca impermanence, transience, transitoriness
2) dukkha sorrowfulness, suffering, unsatisfactoriness

3) anatta egolessness, impersonality, non-ego, non-self, unsubstantiality
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1) ANICCA (IMPERMANENCE, TRANSIENCE, TRANSITORINESS)
“Impermanency is the rising, passing away and changing of things, or the

disappearance of things that have become or arisen. The meaning is that
these things never persist in the same way, but that they are dissolving and

vanishing from moment to moment.” (Visuddhi Magga)
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
