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The exact shape of printed letters varies depending on the typeface. The
shape of handwritten letters can differ significantly from the standard printed
form (and between individuals), especially when written in cursive style. See the
individual letter articles for information about letter shapes and origins (follow the
links on any of the uppercase letters above).

The English language was first written
in the Anglo-Saxon futhorc runic alphabet,
in use from the 5th century. This alphabet
was brought to what is now England, along
with the proto-form of the language itself,
by Anglo-Saxon settlers. Very few examples
of this form of written Old English have
survived, these being mostly short
inscriptions or fragments. The Latin script,

introduced by Christian missionaries, began

to replace the Anglo-Saxon futhorc from
about the 7th century, although the two continued in parallel for some time.
Futhorc influenced the emerging English alphabet by providing it with the
letters thorn (b p) andwynn (P P). The letter eth (B 3) was later devised as
a modification of dee (D d), and finally yogh (3 3) was created by Norman
scribes  from theinsular gin  Old English and Irish, and used alongside
their Carolingiang. ABCDEFGH I KL!\/\NOPQRSTVXYZ&p PbA.
The variant lowercase form long s () lasted into early modern English, and was
used in non-final position up to the early 19th century.The ligatures se and ce are
still used in formal writing for certain words of Greek or Latin origin, such
as encyclopaedia and ccelom. Lack of awareness and technological limitations
(such as their absence from the standard qwerty keyboard) have made it
common to see these rendered as "ae" and "oe", respectively, in modern, non-
academic usage. These ligatures are not used in American English, where a
lone e has mostly supplanted both (for example, encyclopedia for encyclopaedia,
and fetus for foetus).
The names of the letters are rarely spelled out, except when used in
derivations or compound words (for example tee-shirt, deejay, emcee, okay,

aitchless, wye-level, etc.), derived forms (for example exed out, effing, to eff and

The forms listed below are
from the Oxford English Dictionary. Vowels stand for themselves, and consonants
usually have the form consonant + ee ore + consonant (e.g. bee andef). The
exceptions are the letters aitch, jay, kay, cue, ar, ess (but es-in compounds
), wye, and zed. Plurals of consonants end in -s(bees, efs, ems) or, in the cases
of aitch, ess, and ex, in -es (aitches, esses, exes). Plurals of vowels end in -es (ages,
ees, ies, oes, ues);, these are rare. Of course, all letters may stand for themselves,
generally in capitalized form (okay or OK, emcee or MC), and plurals may be

based on these (aes or A's, cees or C's, etc.)

5. John / made / Jane / angry. (SVOC)

6. John / sat / up. (SVA)

7. John / put / the bag / down. (SVOA)

Most simple and complex (but not compound)
clauses are of one of these patterns no matter how
long the clauses are. For example, the following two
sentences are essentially of the same pattern.

8. Jane / bought / fruit. (SVO)

9. My long lost sister Jane / has been buying / a
variety of fruit. (SVO)

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3.1 Definite of Noun

A noun (Latin: nOmen, "name") is a word that functions as the name of some
specific thing or set of things, such as living creatures, objects, places, actions, qualities,
states of existence, or ideas. Linguistically, a noun is a member of a large, open part of
speech whose members can occur as the main word in the subject of a clause, the object
of a verb, or the object of a preposition.

Nouns have sometimes been defined in terms of the grammatical categories to
which they are subject (classed by gender, inflected for case and number). Such definitions
tend to be language-specific, since nouns do not have the same categories in all languages.
Nouns are frequently defined, particularly in informal contexts, in terms of their semantic
properties (their meanings). Nouns are described as words that refer to a person, place,
thing, event, substance, quality, quantity, etc. However this type of definition has been
criticized by contemporary linguists as being uninformative.

There have been offered several examples of English-language nouns which do not
have any reference: drought, enjoyment, finesse, behalf (as found in on behalf of), dint (in
dint of), and sake (for the sake of).5

4.1 PRONOUNS’

In linguistics and grammar, a pronoun is a word that substitutes for a noun or noun
phrase. It is a particular case of a pro-form. Pronouns have traditionally been regarded as
one of the parts of speech, but some modern theorists would not consider them to form a
single class, in view of the variety of functions they perform. Subtypes include personal
pronouns, reflexive and reciprocal pronouns, possessive pronouns, demonstrative pronouns,
relative pronouns, interrogative pronouns, and indefinite pronouns.

Pronouns are words that substitute for nouns. Every pronoun must have a

clear antecedent (the word for which the pronoun stands).””

5.1 Meaning of Verb

A verb, from the Latin verbum meaning word, is a word (part of speech) that in
syntax conveys an action (bring, read, walk, run, learn), an occurrence (happen,
become), or a state of being (be, exist, stand). In the usual description of English, the
basic form, with or without the particle to, is the infinitive. In many languages, verbs

are inflected (modified in form) to encode tense, aspect, mood, and voice. A verb
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may also agree with the person, gender, and/or number of some of its arguments,
such as its subject, or object. Verbs have tenses: present, to indicate that an action is
being carried out; past, to indicate that an action has been done; future, to indicate

that an action will be done.13

5.2 Verb types
Verbs vary by type, and each type is determined by the kinds of words that

follow it and the relationship those words have with the verb itself. There are six
types: intransitive, transitive, infinitives, to-be verbs, and two-place transitive (Vg- verb
give), and two-place transitive (Vc- verb consider).

1. Intransitive verbs

An intransitive verb is one that does not have a direct object. Intransitive verbs
may be followed by an adverb (a word that addresses how, where, when, and how
often) or end a sentence. For example: "The woman spoke softly." "The athlete ran
faster than the official." "The boy wept."

2. Linking verbs

A linking verb can't be followed by an adverb or end a sentence, but instead
must be followed by a noun or adjective, whether in a single word or phrase. Common
linking verbs include seem, become, appear, look, and remain. For example: "His
mother looked worried." "Josh remained a reliable friend." Therefore, linking verbs
'link' the adjective or noun to the subject. Adjectives that come after linking verbs are
predicate adjectives, and nouns that come after linking verbs are predicate nouns.

3. Transitive verbs

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A transitive verb is followed by a noun or noun phrase. These noun phrases are
not called predicate nouns, but are instead called direct objects because they refer to
the object that is being acted upon. For example: "My friend read the newspaper."
"The teenager earned a speeding ticket."

A way to identify a transitive verb is to invert the sentence, making it passive.
For example: "The newspaper was read by my friend." "A speeding ticket was earned
by the teenager."

4. Two-place transitive: Vg verbs

Vg verbs (named after the verb give) precede either two noun phrases or a
noun phrase and then a prepositional phrase often led by to or for. For example:
"The players gave their teammates high fives." "The players gave high fives to their
teammates."

When two noun phrases follow a transitive verb, the first is an indirect object,
that which is receiving something, and the second is a direct object, that being acted
upon. Indirect objects can be noun phrases or prepositional phrases.

5. Transitive Verbs: Vc verbs

Vc verbs (named after the verb consider) are followed by a noun phrase that
serves as a direct object and then a second noun phrase, adjective, or infinitive
phrase. The second element (noun phrase, adjective, or infinitive) is called a
complement, which completes a clause that would not otherwise have the same
meaning. For example: "The young couple considers the neighbors wealthy people."

"Some students perceive adults quite inaccurately." "Sarah deemed her project to be
the hardest she has ever completed."”

6. To be verbs

The verb be is manifested in eight forms: be, is, am, are, was, were, been, and
being. These verbs precede nouns or adjectives in a sentence, which become
predicate nouns and predicate adjectives similar to those that function with a linking
verb. They can also be followed by an adverb of place, which is sometimes referred to

as a predicate adverb. For example: "Her daughter was a writing tutor." "The singers

6.1 Meaning of Adverb

An adverb is a word that modifies a verb, adjective, other adverb, determiner, noun
phrase, clause, or sentence. Adverbs typically express manner, place, time, frequency,
degree, level of certainty, etc., answering questions such as how?, in what way?, when?,
where?, and to what extent?. This function is called the adverbial function, and may be
realised by single words (adverbs) or by multi-word expressions (adverbial phrases and
adverbial clauses).

Adverbs are traditionally regarded as one of the parts of speech. However, modern
linguists note that it has come to be used as a kind of "catch-all" category, used to classify
words with various different types of syntactic behavior, not necessarily having much in
common except that they do not fit into any of the other available categories (noun,

adjective, preposition, etc.)19

Prepositions and postpositions, together called adpositions, are a class of words that
express spatial or temporal relations (in, under, towards, before) or marking various semantic
roles (of, for).

A preposition or postposition typically combines with a noun or pronoun, or more
generally a noun phrase, this being called its complement, or sometimes object. A
preposition comes before its complement; a postposition comes after its complement.
English has prepositions rather than postpositions — words such as in, under and of precede
their objects, as in in England, under the table, of Jane. Some languages, which use a
different word order, have postpositions instead, or have both types. The phrase formed by
a preposition or postposition together with its complement is called a prepositional phrase
(or postpositional phrase, adpositional phrase, etc.) - such phrases usually play an adverbial
role in a sentence.

A less common type of adposition is the circumposition, which consists of two parts

that appear on each side of the complement. Other terms sometimes used for particular
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types of adposition include ambiposition, inposition and interposition. Some linguists use

the word preposition in place of adposition regardless of the applicable word order”

11.1 Meaning of Article

An article”' (abbreviated art) is a word (or prefix or suffix) that is used with a noun to
indicate the type of reference being made by the noun. Articles specify grammatical
definiteness of the noun, in some languages extending to volume or numerical scope. The
articles in the English language are the and a/an, and (in certain contexts) some. 'An' and 'a'

are modern forms of the Old English 'an’, which in Anglian dialects was the number 'one'

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(compare 'on', in Saxon dialects) and survived into Modern Scots as the number 'ane'. Both
'on' (respelled 'one' by the Normans) and 'an' survived into Modern English, with 'one' used
as the number and 'an' ('a', before nouns that begin with a consonant sound) as an
indefinite article.

Traditionally in English, an article is usually considered to be a type of adjective. In
some languages, articles are a special part of speech, which cannot easily be combined with
other parts of speech. It is also possible for articles to be part of another part of speech
category such as a determiner, an English part of speech category that combines articles
and demonstratives (such as 'this' and 'that)).

In languages that employ articles, every common noun, with some exceptions, is
expressed with a certain definiteness (e.g., definite or indefinite), just as many languages
express every noun with a certain grammatical number (e.g., singular or plural). Every noun
must be accompanied by the article, if any, corresponding to its definiteness, and the lack
of an article (considered a zero article) itself specifies a certain definiteness. This is in
contrast to other adjectives and determiners, which are typically optional. This obligatory
nature of articles makes them among the most common words in many languages—in
English, for example, the most frequent word is the.

Articles are usually characterized as either definite or indefinite. A few languages with
well-developed systems of articles may distinguish additional subtypes. Within each type,
languages may have various forms of each article, according to grammatical attributes such
as gender, number, or case, or according to adjacent sounds.

A definite article indicates that its noun is a particular one (or ones) identifiable to
the listener. It may be something that the speaker has already mentioned, or it may be
something uniquely specified. The definite article in English, for both singular and plural
nouns, is the.

-The children know the fastest way home.

The sentence above refers to specific children and a specific way home; it contrasts
with the much more general observation that :

-Children know the fastest way home.

The latter sentence refers to children in general and their specific ways home.
Likewise,

-Give me the book.

refers to a specific book whose identity is known or obvious to the listener; as such it
has a markedly different meaning from

-Give me a book.

which does not specify what book is to be given.

The definite article can also be used in English to indicate a specific class among

other classes :
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The cabbage white butterfly lays its eggs on members of the Brassica genus.
However, recent developments show that definite articles are morphological elements
linked to certain noun types due to lexicalization. Under this point of view, definiteness
does not play a role in the selection of a definite article more than the lexical entry
attached to the article.

The definite article is sometimes also used with proper names, which are already
specified by definition (there is just one of them). For example: the Amazon, the Hebrides.
In these cases, the definite article may be considered superfluous. Its presence can be
accounted for by the assumption that they are shorthand for a longer phrase in which the
name is a specifier, i.e. the Amazon River, the Hebrides Islands. Where the nouns in such
longer phrases cannot be omitted, the definite article is universally kept: the United States,
the People's Republic of China. This distinction can sometimes become a political matter:
the former usage the Ukraine stressed the word's Russian meaning of "borderlands"; as
Ukraine became a fully independent state following the collapse of the Soviet Union, it
requested formal mentions of its name omit the article. Similar shifts in usage have occurred
in the names of Sudan and both Congo (Brazzaville) and (Kinshasa); a move in the other
direction occurred with The Gambia.

Some languages also use definite articles with personal names. For example, such
use is standard in Portuguese: a Maria, literally: "the Maria". It also occurs colloquially in
Spanish, German and other languages, and is sometimes heard in Italian. In Hungary it is
considered to be a Germanism.

Indefinite article

An indefinite article indicates that its noun is not a particular one (or ones)
identifiable to the listener. It may be something that the speaker is mentioning for the first
time, or its precise identity may be irrelevant or hypothetical, or the speaker may be making
a general statement about any such thing. English uses a/an, from the Old English forms of
the number 'one', as its primary indefinite article. The form an is used before words that
begin with a vowel sound (even if spelled with an initial consonant, as in an hour), and a
before words that begin with a consonant sound (even if spelled with a vowel, as in a
European).

She had a house so large that an elephant would get lost without a map. Before
some words beginning with a pronounced (not silent) h in an unstressed first syllable, such
as hallucination, hilarious, historic(al), horrendous, and horrific, some (especially older) British
writers prefer to use an over a (an historical event, etc.).[5] An is also preferred before hotel
by some writers of British English (probably reflecting the relatively recent adoption of the
word from French, where the h is not pronounced).[6] The use of "an" before words
beginning with an unstressed "h" is more common generally in British English than American.

American writers normally use a in all these cases, although there are occasional uses of an
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historic(al) in American English.[7] According to the New Oxford Dictionary of English, such
use is increasingly rare in British English too.[5] Unlike British English, American Ensglish
typically uses an before herb, since the h in this word is silent for most Americans. The
correct usage in respect of the term "hereditary peer" was the subject of an amendment
debated in the UK Parliament.

The word some is used as a functional plural of a/an.[citation needed] "An apple"
never means more than one apple. "Give me some apples" indicates more than one is
desired but without specifying a quantity. This finds comparison in Spanish, where the
singular indefinite article 'un/una’ ("one") is completely indistinguishable from the unit
number, except where it has a plural form (‘'unos/unas’): Dame una manzana" ("Give me an
apple") > "Dame unas manzanas" ("Give me some apples"). However, some also serves as a
quantifier rather than as a plural article, as in "There are some apples there, but not many."

Some also serves as a singular indefinite article, as in "There is some person on the
porch". This usage differs from the usage of a(n) in that some indicates that the identity of
the noun is unknown to both the listener and the speaker, while a(n) indicates that the
identity is unknown to the listener without specifying whether or not it is known to the
speaker. Thus There is some person on the porch indicates indefiniteness to both the
listener and the speaker, while There is a person on the porch indicates indefiniteness to

the listener but gives no information as to whether the speaker knows the person's identity.

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Chapter 12

Tenses

12.1 Meaning of Tense

In grammar, tense is a category that expresses time reference.[1][2] Tenses are
usually manifested by the use of specific forms of verbs, particularly in their conjugation
patterns. Basic tenses found in many languages include the past, present and future. Some
languages have only two distinct tenses, such as past and non-past, or future and non-
future. There are also tenseless languages, like Chinese, which do not have tense at all. On
the other hand, some languages make finer tense distinctions, such as remote vs. recent
past, or near vs. remote future.

Tenses generally express time relative to the moment of speaking. In some contexts,
however, their meaning may be relativised to a point in the past or future which is
established in the discourse (the moment being spoken about). This is called relative (as
opposed to absolute) tense. Some languages have different verb forms or constructions
which manifest relative tense, such as pluperfect ("past-in-the-past") and "future-in-the-past".

Expressions of tense are often closely connected with expressions of the category of
aspect; sometimes what are traditionally called tenses (in languages such as Latin) may in
modern analysis be regarded as combinations of tense with aspect. Verbs are also often
conjugated for mood, and since in many cases the three categories are not manifested
separately, some languages may be described in terms of a combined tense—aspect-mood
(TAM) sys’tem.45

12.2 Uses of tense

In modern linguistic theory, tense is understood as a category that expresses
(grammaticalises) time reference; namely one which, using grammatical means, places
a state or action in time.[1][2] Nonetheless, in many descriptions of languages,
particularly in traditional European grammar, the term "tense" is applied to series of

verb forms or constructions that express not merely position in time, but also

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additional properties of the state or action - particularly aspectual or modal
properties.

The category of aspect expresses how a state or action relates to time -
whether it is seen as a complete event, an ongoing or repeated situation, etc. Many
languages make a distinction between perfective aspect (denoting complete events)
and imperfective aspect (denoting ongoing or repeated situations); some also have
other aspects, such as a perfect aspect, denoting a state following a prior event. Some
of the traditional "tenses" express time reference together with aspectual information.
In Latin and French, for example, the imperfect denotes past time in combination with
imperfective aspect, while other verb forms (the Latin perfect, and the French passé
composé or passé simple) are used for past time reference with perfective aspect.

The category of mood is used to express modality, which includes such
properties as uncertainty, evidentiality, and obligation. Commonly encountered moods
include the indicative, subjunctive, and conditional. Mood can be bound up with
tense, aspect, or both, in particular verb forms. Hence certain languages are
sometimes analysed as having a single tense-aspect-mood (TAM) system, without
separate manifestation of the three categories.

The term tense, then, particularly in less formal contexts, is sometimes used to
denote any combination of tense proper, aspect, and mood. As regards English, there
are many verb forms and constructions which combine time reference with
continuous and/or perfect aspect, and with indicative, subjunctive or conditional
mood. Particularly in some English language teaching materials, some or all of these
forms can be referred to simply as tenses (see below).

Particular tense forms need not always carry their basic time-referential
meaning in every case. A present tense form may sometimes refer to the past (as in
the historical present), a past tense form may sometimes refer to the non-past (as in
some English conditional sentences), and so on.*

English

English has only two morphological tenses: the present, as in he goes, and the past,
as inhewent.

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Constructions with the modal auxiliary verbs will and shall also frequently reference
the future (although they have other uses as well); these are often described as the
English future  tense. Less commonly, forms with the auxiliaries would and
(rarely) should are described as a relative tense, the future-in-the-past. (The same forms are
used for the conditional mood, and for various other meanings.)

The present and past are distinguished by verb form, using
either ablaut (sing(s) ~ sang) or suffix (walk(s) ~ walked). For details, see English verbs.
English also has continuous (progressive) aspect and perfect aspect; these together produce
four aspectual types: simple, continuous, perfect, and perfect continuous. Each of these can
combine with the tenses to produce a large set of different constructions, mostly involving

one or more auxiliary verbs together with a participle or infinitive:

13.2. Applying Skills and Strategies in Meaningful Text™

Clearly, it isn't enough for students to learn to read or spell lists of words. The
real purpose of reading is to get meaning from text, and the purpose of writing is to
convey meaning with text. It is very important that students have the opportunity to
apply word identification and spelling skills as they read and write connected text.
This process must be supported by teachers who model for students how to apply
what they have learned and give students feedback about their reading and writing.
For example, students must be taught what to do when they get to a hard word. The
most common characteristic of poor readers of all ages is the tendency to guess words
that are difficult, sometimes using just a few letters. Often, students make random
guesses that don't make sense—then simply continue reading, apparently unaware of
this fact. This quote from a middle school student, taken from a moving article about
students in middle school with severe reading problems, describes the situation well:

Sometimes when students in my class read, they might know how to say simple
words okay, but they will skip over the big words. They look around to see if anyone is
even listening to them. But they don't fix them; they just keep going. They stumble
over words, trying to sound them out. Sometimes they don't even know they made a
mistake, and when they finally figure out the words, they don't have a clue what it all

means. They just keep going. (McCray, Vaughn, & Neal, 2001, p. 22)

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As this student observed, it is nearly impossible for students to understand
what they are reading—to get meaning from text—when they can't read the words on
the page accurately and fluently. Students need explicit instruction, modeling, and
practice in vocabulary and reading comprehension, but many students with reading
problems continue to need instruction in phonics and word study even when they are
in the upper elementary and secondary grades (Fletcher, 2007).

A critical part of effective reading instruction is explicitly teaching students how
to use efficient word reading strategies. Simply put, students need to be taught what
to do when they get to a hard word. In one research-validated early reading
intervention program, young students are taught to use a three-part strategy when
they try to read difficult words: "Look for parts you know, sound it out, and check it"
(Denton & Hocker, 2006, p. 144). These steps are described in more detail below.

Look for parts of the word you know. In the earliest stages of learning to read,
students may find a letter or a letter combination (e.g., th, ing) that they know. Later,
they may recognize common word endings (e.g., —ot in pot, rot, cot). Still later, they
may identify roots or base words, such as the root spect (which means "to see") in the
words inspect and spectacles, or common prefixes and suffixes like pre- or -ly.

Sound it out. Students should be taught from the earliest lessons to use a
sounding-out strategy to read unfamiliar words. They should learn how to blend
sounds and larger word parts together to read words and how to apply this strategy
when reading real text. Some teachers teach students in kindergarten or 1st grade to
identify unknown words by looking at pictures on the page or at one or two letters in a
word. These students are being taught to use a guessing strategy, the strategy of
choice of struggling readers, as described so well by the middle school student above.
If a word is too difficult for a student to sound out, the teacher can model the
process of looking for known letters or word parts and sounding out the word, and
then simply tell the student the word. Some reading programs include controlled text,
sometimes called "decodable text," that contains only words students can read using
words and letter sounds they have been previously taught in the program. This kind of
text can provide a temporary support for students in the early stages of reading
development.

Check it. After students sound out the unfamiliar word, the last step of the
three-part word reading strategy is to teach students to put the newly solved word
back into the sentence and to check it to be sure it makes sense. Thus, the meaning
of the word in context is not ignored; it is used as the checking mechanism. Studies of
skilled young readers show that this is the main way they use context—not for
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guessing what words are, but for checking to be sure that their reading is making sense
so they can make corrections when it doesn't make sense.

Monitoring Student Progress

In schools with effective classroom reading instruction, students receive regular
brief reading assessments so that their reading growth can be monitored. These
assessments typically include having students read text for 1-2 minutes and
calculating how many words they read correctly during that time (see Fuchs, Fuchs,
Hosp, & Jenkins, 2001; Hasbrouck & Tindal, 2006). These results can be graphed, so
that teachers, parents, and students can readily see progress over time. Classroom
reading teachers can adjust their teaching accordingly to try to accelerate student
progress.

For some students, quality classroom reading instruction is not enough. When
progress-monitoring assessments indicate that students are not making enough
progress with quality classroom reading instruction alone, schools can provide extra
small-group reading intervention to ensure that all children learn to read in the early
grades (see Denton & Mathes, 2003; Fletcher, Denton, Fuchs, & Vaughn, 2005; Vaughn,
Wanzek, Woodruff, & Linan-Thompson, 2007).53
