Intrapersonal communication is self-talk, or
communication with oneself. It involves
thoughts, feelings, and ideas, and is the

internal dialogue people have with
themselves. It can be used to motivate,
guide decision making, and reflect on life
experiences. The person involved in the
communication process serves as both the
sender and the receiver of the message.

Intrapersonal communication is the communication we have with ourselves, and involves three
aspects: perception, the self-concept, and expectations. Perception deals with our outward
experiences, self-concept is how we think about and evaluate ourselves, and expectations are long-
term roles that help guide our future.

Forms of Intrapersonal
Communication

Internal Discourse

This form of intrapersonal communication is done through
the help of the mind and one’s inner thoughts. Internal
discourse involves reflection, analysis, and concentration.
Some activities that are under internal discourse are
daydreaming, analyzing, praying, and meditating.

Solo Vocal Discourse

A person engages in vocal discourse, which is a form of
intrapersonal communication, when they talk out loud to
themselves. Some people use vocal discourse as a way to
clear their minds, while others use it as a way to practice for
an event.

Solo Written Discourse

Solo written discourse involves writing for oneself and is not
intended for others. The practice of keeping a diary, in which
one records one's daily activities, is an example of solo
written discourse.
